In accordance with your request, we have completed a new Traffic Volume Analysis
for the following intersections:

IL Rt. 134 and Fairfield Road,
IL Rt. 134 and Cedar Lake Road.
IL Rt. 120 and Wilson Road

IL Rt. 120 and Fairfield Road,
IL Rt. 120 and Wildspring Road,
IL Rt. 60 and Fairfield Road,

IL Rt. 60 and Bacon Road.

Our study consisted of a 24 hour vehicular movement data collection which was
conducted from October 5 through October 20, 2005. Data was collected and
analyzed to determine the Average Daily Traffic (ADT) of each intersection and
determine the percent increase from the February 2003 study. The data collected has
been included in tables showing the number of vehicles passing through all legs of
each intersection for every hour of a typical weekday. Also included in these tables
are the total ADT for each approaching leg of the intersection, the total ADT for all
approach legs combined, the totals from the February 2003 study, and the percent
increase from the 2003 study for each approach leg and intersection total. For your
convenience, we have included diagrams for each intersection showing the total
Average Daily Traffic for each approaching leg of the intersection with the ADTs
from the 2003 study.

Overall, the total Average Daily Traffic for all 7 intersections in the study increased
9.7%. The intersection which showed the largest increase in ADT was IL Route 120
and Wildspring Road, which increased 22% because of significant increases in traffic
on Wildspring Road. The intersection which showed the smallest increase in ADT
was IL Route 60 and Fairfield Road, which only increased 3%, but showed a
significant increase in northbound traffic on Fairfield Road. All other intersections
showed an increase in ADT of 8% to 13%.
