.  ACTIONS TO BE ADDRESSIHBEY PROGRAM:

A. SHORT TERM (TWWive Years):

1. Removehe remainder of theapproximatelyl,700dead ordying parkway
treesoriginally identified in the tree survey.f@e 1,700 trees,
approximatelyl,500 are Ash and 200 are néwsh species.

2. Continually asss, prioritize and remove large trees and/or branches that
constitute a public safety hazard.

3. Trim allparkwaytrees as needed to eliminate site distance obstructiand
maintain clearance from vehicles as well ast@ape the treeandimprove
the longterm health, character and appearance of each tree.

4. Enhance the character and value of the Village by planting parkway trees in
locations were dead trees were removed.
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B. LONG TERM:

1. Create aron-going assessment, maintenance, and replacenpeagramfor
the Village parkway trees

2. Continue to expanthe tree species diversitys dead trees are replacéd
reduce the advers impacts of any future speciaspecific infestatioras well
as to enhance the visual appearance of the parkways

3. Educate property owars and residents on how to properly maintain and
care for parkway treethrough the Arbor Day event and various volunteer
programs

[I. FUNDING:

Annually, it is the intent of the management with guidance from the Village Board to
makean estimateds135,000 available for:

A. Removal of dead and dying trees
B. Hazard tree removals

C. Tree replacements

D. Tree pruning

These expenditures will be contingent upon available resources annually.

V. COST SHARING:

Cost sharing wilio longer be offered by the Village. TW#lage intends to replant all
parkway trees that were removed according to the outline provided in Appendix 2.
Residents are allowed to replant a tree in the parkway as long as they file a permit with
the Building Department and chose a tree from thedisapproved species provided in
Appendix 1. No permit fee shall be assessed for parkway tree planting.

V. LEAD DEPARTMENT:

The Public Works Department will be the lead entity wittihe Village to oversee tree
programs

VIII. PURCHASINGONTRACTING:

A. All Village owned parkwalyee removaldisposal angbruningwill be
accomplished bwired contraciors. Requests for bidwill be sent to qualified
contractorson anasneededbasis

B. Treepurchasing will be researched. There are several options including
traditional tree nurseries seedlings and native plant nurseries. A combination of
sources may be required based ondravailability andvailable resources

C. Treeplantingmay be a combination of contractors and volunteers. Staff has
reached out to local volunteer organizations in an attempt to establish a
volunteer base of Village residents. Efforts will continuentmive residents on
a volunteer basis.

PROGRESS TO DATE

This program was first established in July of 2013 with an emphasis on removing dead
trees and replacing themt@ahe same time. The Village created and implemented a
resident cost sharing program with different tiers of sharing corresponding to the
priority of each request. The plan was largely successful.

A. 340 dead treesvereremoved and replaced.

B. $50,000wascortributed by residentsand home owners associatiottsough
the cost sharing program.

While the programwassuccessful, thergvere some factors that necessitated it be
revised.

A. Ash trees died at an alarming rate creating a large number of dead parkway
trees.

B. The dead treesvere unsightlyand mayhavebecomea hazardvith possible
fallingbranches and trees.

C. Even with resident participation, thevailablefundswere not keeping up with
the removal of the dead trees.

Therefore, the Village opted to focgslely on removing dead/dying parkway trees and
parkway trees that showed signs of Emerald Ash Borer infestation. The Village removed
over 1,000 parkway trees in 2018Vith those trees now removed, the concentration

has shifted to replantingrees inthe parkways.Between the fall of 2017 and the spring

of 2018, the Village has planted approximately 400 parkway trees.

A majestic tree all year lonfn the spring, the new leaves and flowers combine for a pastel tint on the
limbs. In the summer, it is a superior shade tree. In the fall, the leaves are rich with color, and the acorns
attract an array of wildlife. In the winter, it presents a statelfi@iiette with light gray platey bark and a

wide open crown. The white oak is a tree for large spaces, parks and other recreational areas, golf
courses, campuses, cemeteries and other pastoral landscapes. The white oak can live for centuries
becoming more turesque with age.
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Red Oak

Height 6 0-75'

Bristletipped leaves turn red in the fall. The leaves have 7 to 11 waxy l8bgsod street tree,
tolerates pollution and compacted soil. Grows as much as two feet a year for 10 years.
